This  exhibition  presents  the  
achievements  of  six  years  of  rescue  of  
cultural  proprieties  affected  by  the  
Great  East  Japan  Earthquake  in  the  
town  of  Yamada,  Iwate  prefecture . 
Included  are  also  the  efforts  
implemented  in  Ogatsu , Ishinomaki  
city,  Miyagi  prefecture,  more  than  one  
year  and  a half  after  the  Great  
Earthquake ;  the  rescue  of  paintings  
damaged  by  the  Kumamoto  
earthquakes  and  an introduction  to  
some  cases  in  Ibaraki  prefecture . We 
contemplate  on  what  was  possible  to  
achieve  and  what  wasn’t, and  reflect  
on  what  is necessary  to  do to  keep  
damage  caused  by  disasters  to  a 
minimum,  or  to  avoid  it .  
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1 and 2 - Cultural property rescue activities at the Whale Museum in 
Yamada town, Iwate Pref. (preservation of whaling-related materials); 
3 – Rescue of paintings in Mifune, Kumamoto Pref.; 4 - Preservation 
of documents from the Ryuzoin collection, Kashima City; 5 -  
Restoration of a rooster statue in Kashima City.
