Your choice among the optional questions does not necessarily have to correspond to the field in
which you would like to study in our Master’s Program.

6. You are to use only one side of the answer sheet for each question. Do not write on the other side of
the sheet. Illustrations may be added if necessary.
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Compulsory Questions
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The cases are increasing that decisions are adopted by the World Heritage Committee against the
recommendations made by its advisory bodies, [ICOMOS and IUCN. Why have such situations started to

occur? Express your opinion.
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Express your opinion on the meanings and problems, giving (a) concrete example(s), regarding the cases

in which foreign experts are involved in the research and conservation of heritage of a country.

Optional Questions
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Explain the characteristics and meanings of the Act Concerning the Maintenance and Improvement of

Historic Scenery of Japan.
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Explain the architectural characteristics of the National Yoyogi 1st Gymnasium designed by Kenzo Tange.

And express your opinion on the necessity that this building should be preserved in the future.
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Explain, giving (a) concrete example(s), what kind of problems are found in the relations to the local
communities when their traditional performing arts or festivals are protected as Intangible Cultural

Properties or Intangible Folk-cultural Properties. And express your opinion on these problems.
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Answer giving (a) complete example(s) what is wrong with “perfect fake”? (works that are not able to be
distinguished from the original just by viewing them by the human eye, but which can be identified surely

to be fake by scientific investigations such as X-ray procedure or color pigment analysis).
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The Yungang caves are divided into the first period (Five Caves of T'anyao), the second period (the second
period caves), and the third period (Western end caves). Compare the first and the second periods and

explain the differences.
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As for the next nomination to the World Heritage List submitted by the Japanese government, two
candidates - “Sites of Japan Meiji Industrial Revolution (Kyushu, Yamaguchi and related areas)” and
“Churches and Christian Sites in Nagasaki” - remained to the last stage and finally the former was selected
examined by the government. Explain what you know of the details of this process and express your

opinion.
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In the conservation of stone masonry buildings there are cases in which new members are added as the
minimum intervention for the necessity of structural requirements or to return the important members to
their original positions. In these cases there are ways to be employed, such as is to apply colors to match
the original members, or to use different methods to keep the new members distinguished from the original

members. Explain the conservation way of thinking of each of these ways of procedure.
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Explain the principle of ion chromatography and the cases applied in the field of cultural properties.
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It has become a problem that a lizard, the green anole, designated as an invasive alien species, has invaded
Anijima, an island among the Ogasawara Islands, known as a rich repository of abundant endemic species.
Select a site from among other World Natural Heritage sites where the invasion of foreign species is a

problem, and explain what kind of solutions can be sought out.
